Departments and Dr. Tusha w; of il1c Honors and 
Crimina l Jus tice Departmcrn s. 

Dr. Sawinhegan recycling on campLt':i with 
the h.elp of h er honors :;tudenf"!-i. who were held 
re:;ponsible to b ring their bot Iles and cans to be 
recycled. There were two boxe.,; in lh<:' EngLl:,;h 
Department in Eder and t,vo in Spratt H all in the 
Honors Depw·tment, Rooms 201. 203 and 205 for 
the last few semesters. The Honor:; ::;t1Jdents a lso 
encouraged 1l1ose who lived in Vaselakos Residence 
Hall 10 bring tbei_r pla,;t ic lx>t1 les and aluminum 
cans 1o be recYcled. 

Dr. Sawin. recycled Lhnu»und,; nf cans and 
plastic bottles ever\ week., lw.uling the huge .bag to 
her hu-,band who sorted it and took it to be recyd ecl. 

'Thm amount is just with /'our ma keshift· 
recycling bins,·, Dr. Sa\,~n said. " I rnagine ir we had 
the same all a round campus."' 

Dr. Sawin ,vas not the only racultY member to 
see the need for a recycling pr~igram ~n campus. Ari 
Professor NeiJ Lawley abo had a hand in recycling 
on can,pus. Lawley i~ adamant about helping ow· 
environn1enl and wa~ helping om the campus by 
taking the bin in Pott er H.lll to the recycling center 
on Franci,-; St reel., in clrwmtown SL Josc>ph. He ubo 
had hi.-; students lttiC recycled items for their art 
project::;. I ;awlcy has :;een n successful recycling 
progrant at the 1mivcrsi1y he taught a( previously, 
and had great ideas ror helping Western. 

'The main thing would be more receptacles,.,. 
Lm,iley said. ''The sl 11.den1s need to see recycling 
bins all around before I hey '"ill be inclined to 
actually rccyd e. ·· 
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Dr. Tush.all'; will not gi, e up on the idec1 to 
bring recycling 10 our campus. Dr. Tnshaus had 
approached the Student Government A::;:;ociation 
with the idea of funding Lhe prnject, but with no reply. 

'·I t would be a really pol:iitive thing for the 
Student Government 10 do;·' Dr. Tushuas said. "If 
we could get the fun.cling, they cou ld have their 
name on all of the bins i:.111d could really use it as a 
great tool to ge1 s t 11clent,; involved."' · 

' ll1e Susta inability committee worked "~th a 
budget of about $16,000. not nearly enough to get 
everything 11p a 11d n 111ni11g. 

"At th.is ti1ne, we cannot find a way to come 
up with the money."' Withee said. "There are also 
a few 0 1 her i.-;sue::; ,;uch as finding a collection point 
on campu,;, getting s tudent,; who are interested in 
gett ing a little dirty and mainly, finding a company 
that will collect pl.:1,;tic in St. Joseph." 

The recycling <"enter rm Francis Sh·eet would 
take plastic .. hut would nnr pick it up, so the 
is:5ue \vas fi11di11g u con rpany tha1 would haul it 
off campus. Ex, ra funding would help interested 
s l udents find a cooperating company that can be 
reu1tbursed according[~, for their help.

Dr. T 11,;haus ,-;aid . .. As a universitv, a leader in 
educai ion. Western sho1 Lid be a l~acler and model 
of how 10 be a good steward i-o our communit y. 
Wha1 we a rc modeling now is very much a throw­
away r'01 11111t111ity which neecb to be changed." 

Efforts front :o11.1dents and faculty led the 
fight to go green. The strides made ~rould not be 
forgott t:11, and the battle continued until Lilt! end of 
the ,;pring scrne;,ter. Wrth a new year could b ring a 
new recyr-ling program to western.

Tradition

Originally situated 1n what had been a storage closet on the 
first floor in 1987, the Won1en 's Educational Resource 

Center gradually morphed into the I ontraditional Student 
Center, relocated to more con1modious digs on the newly-
coru;rructed second floor of Eder H all. 
Roughly 25 percenJ of' student,; wet'e 
corn;idercd nonlraclirional. 

ln I he nontraditional lounge. the vJ:x' 
wru; one o( camaraderie: a family of sorts, 
a tigh1-kni1 suppo rt group of J:>e~rs, each 
keenly aware of what the other wm; going 
through. When word spread liki:: wiJclfire 
1 l,31 E.llen Kisker· s p<.Y;i1·ion was being 
elirnjnatecl. their wide-eyed panic was 
palpable. So they mourned a campaign 
LO reclaim what they viewed as rig btfuUy 
theirs . 

Dr. Esther P eralez. vice president of' 
s tudent a ffair:,;, said the proposed changes 
were not due solely to budget con,;t raints 
but part uf a plan to better align and 
consolidate student serviceB on campus. 
'The word is out there I hat we're not 
conm1it1ed but we a re because the cabinet 
aU the way to the top said no. Thi::; i;; reafly 
a cri1·ical pos it ion," Peralez said. 

However, rumor:; 1 hat the 
admini:-m·ation was more intere::;ted in 
re-populat ing the campus wi1h Greeks 
than di.:;placecl homemaker:; and s i.ngle 
weekend fathers pcr:;isted. Deb Potter, a 
nontraditional s1ucle n1, a lerted locc1I media 
outlets while :;he and Jason Sharp began 
circu.laling petitions. At final count , I hey 
had over -t00 ::;ignal ures. 

According to Potter, other negal i"e 
outcomes expected from thi:; real:ignment 
of stude111 services included fewer 
nontraditional s tudents coun'lgeous 
enough to enroll to begin ·with as well 
as a n increa:;ed auririon rate with more 
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s tudent:; dropping our when confronted by 
problems that appear i.n.-;oluble 10 them. 

"1 think 1here iH going 10 be a problem 
with retention becau:;e a lot of student:; 
get in here and get overwhelmed and 
ELien helps 1he111 Lhrough it," currem 
Nontraditional Student Associa1·ion 
pre:,ident Barry I l ersh said. "She 
keeps I hen 1 11101 iva1 eel and gives 1 hem 
encouragement to stick with it, to 
not lea.Ye, 'caw;e it 's ha rd b eing a 
nontraditional s tudent, especially when 
you' re going broke and you need 1·0 leave 
school lo go to work. It's hard lo keep 
looking down the road to know things 
a re going to get better and that 's one of 
Ellen ' :; g rcatc;:;1 assets. She is wonderful 
in cb=iling with people and we're definitely 
going to lo:;e tl1ut personal touch. '"' 

'•Without Ellen's help, r would have 
bee11 lo:;L ·, former nontradi1-ionol student 
Sha ron Bittick said. "Once W cstern gained 
1rniversity stal1 l!:i. it lost that personal 
rouch and became a big business. i\"ow 
the kids it was bui.lt to :;ervc no longer can 
afford 10 go there.'' 

Ponne r Director of' Counseling ,mcl 
Career Servicec;, Dorothy Miriuni, wrote an 
eloquent letter published in the St. Joseph 
News-Press expressing he r sentiments 
about the re-strncturing I hat prompted 
Kisker 's early re tirement. \1iriani outlined 
the challeng~ common 10 Nontradi1ional 
s1ucle n1~ and emphasized her commitment 
by de,;C1·il)ing her as someone ·'who 
never closed her doo r at night until each 
individual had been served."
